
1.    Carefully remove all parts from the box. Place on a clean, soft surface.

2.    Remove tall mounting plate (B) and driver housing (L) from canopy (D) 

       by removing collar ring (E).

3.    Remove heat sink (W) from tall mounting plate (B) by removing 

       screws (X).

4.    Determine desired overall length, and amount of chain (F) needed. 

       Shorten chain (F) using chain pliers (Keep extra chain).

5.    Install tall mounting plate (B) to junction box and secure with mounting 

       screws (C).

7.    Thread collar loop (R) to tall mounting plate (B) and secure using set

       screw (S) with provided wrench (T).

8.    Attach chains (H) to hooks (M) on fixture body (I) (see diagram 1).  

9.    Thread fixture wire and ground wire through chain (F).

       NOTE: When you reach the collar loop, ensure there is no tension 

       on the wires. Cut excess wires, being sure to leave enough to reach

       the junction box.

10.  Separate two sides of molded wire, and strip insulation on each 5/8".

14.  Secure filter ground wire (yellow) to mounting plate and connect 

       supply ground wire (usually green or bare copper) and ground wire 

       around the greengrounding screw (see diagram 2). Tighten.

15.  Connect filter (U) input neutral wire (white) to the supply neutral wire 

       (usually white) using wire nut (A).

16.  Connect filter (U) input hot wire (black) to the supply hot wire (usually

15.  Connect supply ground wire (usually green or bare copper) and fliter 

       ground wire around the green grounding screw (see diagram 3). Tighten.

16.  Connect filter (U) input neutral wire (white) to the supply neutral wire 

       (usually white) using wire nut (A).

17.  Connect filter (U) input hot wire (black) to the supply hot wire (usually

       black) using wire nut (A).
